In
the past few days, | have been researching the discussions online pertaining to this case. |
would like to thank the professors and faculty that spoke up for change at the university, and |
would like to thank the student body that has been supportive of them all.

At the beginning of this process, | questioned whether asking others to stand up and
share their stories would be beneficial. Now, | see how much help each voice brings. | am proud
to be up here today to tell the public that George Tyndall is no longer a doctor. George Tyndall,
| hope no one ever refers to you or thinks of you as a doctor again. You put shame on our
institution, and now your actions will continue to shame you.

| felt sadness for the parents and their children during move in week. | remember being
excited about coming to USC, excited about new adventures, and not fearing anything but the
difficult classes. | cannot imagine being a parent and sending their children off to a university
with a scandal of this magnitude. George Tyndall, you did this. Everyone who had known about
the atrocities that occurred at the health center, you did this.
